Airline News 
 
BA has announced new routes to Malè, 
Montego Bay, Sharm el Sheikh and Punta 
Cana.  This comes at the expense of 25 
years of London Gatwick to New York flights. 
 

Emirates have increased their standard 
published economy baggage allowance from 
20Kgs to 30Kgs.  
 
Lufthansa have restarted flight links with the 
South west of England.  The Saturday service 
linking Dusseldorf and Newquay will be up and 
running from 20th June. 
 
United Airlines have upgraded their B767 
fleet to have all flat bed services in Business 
class.  The US carrier hopes to convert all 
B777 aircraft by 2011. 
 
Be aware Ryanair has scrapped all check-in 
desks, resulting in passengers having to check 
in online.  If this is not done, the airline is 
charging GBP40 to check in at the airport.  Due 
to security reasons the marine travel company 
is unable to check in passengers on behalf of 
customers. 
 
Keep up with all Heathrow changes here 
 
The Netherlands has seen the light by 
scrapping Air Passenger Duty. Perhaps 
others will follow soon to reduce the burden on 
international travellers? 
 
Kenya Airways has strengthened its West 
African presence with new routes to 
Brazzaville, Libreville and Malabo.  The new 
routes commence on the 3rd July.

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Virgin Nigeria has ceased their international 
flights between London and Lagos.  Virgin 
Atlantic will still serve the route.  The 
Nigerian airline will now focus on becoming a 
major regional carrier in Africa. 
 
Romanian no-frills airline Blue Air begins a 
service between Luton Airport and Bacau in 
Romania.  The service will run twice weekly 
from June. 
 
From the 15th July Lufthansa will commence 
flights to Libreville via Accra. The 5-times-a-
week service will fly from Frankfurt. 
 
Delta has announced their non-stop Mumbai-
Atlanta service will move back to New York 
JFK in October. The move is part of the 
Airlines’ global restructuring. 
 
SWISS passengers in all three classes will be 
able to enjoy meatless dishes created by the 
chefs of the famous Swiss restaurant Hiltl, 
the first vegetarian restaurant in Europe.  
 
Gulf Air has launched summer season 
services to three new destinations - Aleppo, 
Alexandria and Salalah.  Flights will operate 
from the 2nd July until Mid-September. 
 
Iberia will start flying to Zagreb from Madrid 
on July 4th, operating two weekly return flights 
- on Saturdays and Sundays - until 
September 20th. 
 
Auckland Airport welcomes the 
commencement of the new Jetstar domestic 
air services in New Zealand. From 09-Jun-
2009 Jetstar takes the reins from its parent 
company Qantas on the main trunk routes in 
New Zealand. 
 

From 15th June, MALEV will launch 2 weekly 
Budapest - Uzhgorod service, a new route to 
Ukraine. 
 
KLM has announced that it is to discontinue its 
2x daily Amsterdam- Riga service from 29th 

June; the announcement follows the 
cancellation of its Tallinn service as well as its 
scheduled link to the city of Vilnius 
 
Norwegian.no is to launch new weekly 
services from Oslo to Dublin and Vienna and 
from Copenhagen to Vienna, Dublin, Rome 
and Warsaw from August 17.

Dreamliners which burn around 27% less fuel 
per passenger than the A340-300, the aircraft it 
will replace in the Virgin Atlantic fleet.
